ALAUSU EZERAS

Balninky senitinijoje priskai¢iuojama 18 eZery. Miestelj pietrytinéje dalyje skalauja didZiausias
Siame kraste ezeras AlausSai, o centre mazesnis eZerélis Pirsenas.

Zodzio Alau3ai $aknis Al- siejama su ZodZiu aléfi — tekeéti, varvéti. Galbit tai reiské tekancius,
srivancius, stipriai banguojancius vandenis.

Alausy eZero plotas 259 ha, tuo tarpu PirSeno plotas 13,8 ha. Alausy eZero ilgis i$ pietryc¢iy j Siaurés
vakarus 3,7 km, didZiausias plotis 1,37 km. Alausy giliausia vieta — 16,2 m — yra placiausioje ezero
dalyje, mazdaug ties kapinémis, kur Siaurinéje eZero puséje yra aukstas krantas. EZere yra sala,
kurios plotas 0,15 ha.

Pietrytiniame Alausy gale jteka upelis i$ PirSeno eZero, o Siaurés vakary gale iSteka upelis j Plastakg
(Siesarties intakas).

Alausai — Zuvingas ezeras. Jame sugaunamos devyniy rasiy Zuvys: seliavos, lydekos, KarSiali,
kuojos, lynai, raudés, eSeriai, plakiai, pigzliai. Zvejus labiausiai domina lydekos, e3eriai ir, Zinoma,
lynai. Jdomi vasarg ir ziema eSeriy ziklé, nes jy sugaunama labai stambiy. Stambas lynai, raudés
ten, kur daugiau vandens augaly. Zuvis galima gaudyti visame eZere, patogiausia zvejoti i§ valties.

THE LAKE ALAUSAI

There are 18 lakes in Balninkai municipality. The largest lake in the region, Alausali, is located in
the south-eastern part of the village, while the smaller lake Pirsenas is in the centre. The root of the
word Alausai, "Al,,- is related to the word “aleti,, - to flow, drip. Perhaps it meant flowing, gushing,
strongly rippling waters.

Lake Alausai has an area of 259 ha, while lake PirSenas has an area of 13.8 ha. The length of lake
Alausai from south-east to north-west is 3,7 km, with a maximum width of 1,37 km. The deepest
point of Alausai - 16,2 m - is located in the widest part of the lake, approximately at the cemetery,
where there is a high bank on the northern side of the lake. There is an island in the lake with an
area of 0,15 ha.

At the south-eastern end of Alausai, a stream flows from Lake Pirsenas, and at the north-western
end, a stream flows into the Plastaka River (a tributary of the river Siesartis).

Alausai is a fishy lake. Nine species of fish are caught there: whitefish, pike, bream, crucian, tench,
roach, rudd, perch and ruffle. Fishermen are most interested in pike, perch and, of course, tench.
Perch fishing is interesting in summer and winter, as the catch is very large. Fish can be caught all
over the lake, the most convenient way is from a boat.
