Balninkai — miestelis Moléty rajono savivaldybés teritorijoje, seniiinijos ir parapijos centras —
jsikiirgs tarp Alausy ir PirSeno ezery.

Senovéje Sios apylinkés buvusios pelkétos, Slapios, tyvuliavo balos — gal nuo jy gyvenvieté ir varda
gavusi. Dar Kiti sako, kad kalvy panasumas j balng 1émé Balninky varda, 0 gal amatininky verslas —
Sie siidave raiteliams balnus ir juos pardavinéje.

Balninky apylinkiy kalvos, sléniai, kloniai ir eZerai iSsidéste virtinémis, tarp kalvy — nedideli
upeliai, miSkai ir miSkeliai, jaukios sodybos, apaugusios medziais, gandralizdZiai su misy
nacionaliniais pauksciais gandrais sudaro grazy, malony ir artimg Zmogaus sielai gamtovaizdj.

Balninkai is a village in the territory of Molétai District, the centre of the municipality and parish,
located between Alausai and Pirsenas lakes.

In ancient times, the area was swampy, wet, and there were puddles, which may have given the
village its name. Still others say that the resemblance of the hills to a saddle is the reason for the
name of Balninkai, or maybe it was the business of craftsmen who made saddles for horsemen and
sold them.

The hills, valleys and lakes of the Balninkai area are in rows, with small streams between the hills,
forests and woods, cosy farmhouses covered with trees, and nesting boxes with storks, the national
bird of our country, form a beautiful, pleasant and close to the human soul landscape.
