XX a. viduryje Balninkuose tremtyje gyvena buves Kauno kunigy seminarijos rektorius,
profesorius kun. Stanislovas Gruodis.

Stanislovas Gruodis (1896 — 1990), prof., teologijos m.dr., religinis rasytojas, gimé Baguziskiuose,
Pabaisko parapijoje. Ukmergéje mokytojavo, baigé Kauno kunigy seminarijg. 1944 — 1946 m. Sios
seminarijos rektorius. Aktyvi rektoriaus veikla nepatiko komunistams. Sovietinis saugumas pradéjo
ji persekioti. Buvo kilnojamas i$ vienos parapijos j kitg. Kovodamas dél tikéjimo laisvés, ateisty
buvo laikomas ypa¢ pavojingu socialinés santvarkos prieSu. Pagaliau 1960 m. iki gyvos galvos
iStremtas j Balninkus, neskiriant parapijos. Tik 1985 m. saugumas leido grjzti j Kaung. Ten ir miré.

THE PRIEST PROF. STANISLOVAS GRUODIS SJ

Balninkai has always been a place of exile. During the times of the Grand Duke Vytautas, several
hundred Tatar and Smolensk soldiers who escaped the battle of Zalgiris (1410) against the
Crusaders were brought here. During the times of King Sigismund the Elder (1506-1648),
merchants and innkeepers were deported to Balninkai after being accused of fraud and usury. Later,
sectarians from Russia and Ukraine. The second half of the 18th century became a place of exile for
criminals. Tatars, old Russians appear in Balninkai municipality...

In the middle of the 20th century, the former rector of Kaunas Theological Seminary, professor Fr.
Stanislovas Gruodis lived in Balninkai.

Stanislovas Gruodis (1896-1990), professor, Doctor of Theology, religious writer, was born in
Baguziskes, Pabaiskas district. He was a teacher in Ukmerge, graduated from Kaunas Theological
Seminary. Later, in 1944 he became a rector of this seminary. The actions of the rector did not
please the Communists. The Soviet security services began to chase him. He was moved from one
parish to another. Fighting for the freedom of faith, he was considered by atheists as a particularly
dangerous enemy of the social order. Finally, in 1960, he was exiled for life to Balninkai, without
being assigned a parish. Only in 1985 was he allowed to return to Kaunas. There he died. He
published books of religious philosophical content: "The Abolition of Unborn Life" (1935),
"Eutonasia” (1936), "Keep Your Commandments” (1939), "Memories" (1980), etc.
