Nepriklausomybés paminklas Balninkuose iskilo 1928 m. Lietuvos Nepriklausomybés 10 mety
sukak¢iai paminéti. Stalino laikais paminklas buvo nugriautas ir uzkastas.

Sgjudziui vos pradéjus klibinti imperijos pamatus, daugiau kaip po 40 mety balninkie¢iai paminkla
vél atkasé. 1988 m. gruodZio ménesj, minint 650-gsias miestelio (istorijos Saltiniuose ne kartg
minéto miesto) metines, Nepriklausomybés paminklas vél atstatytas.

THE MONUMENT OF INDEPENDENCE IN BALNINKAI

The Monument of Independence in Balninkai was erected in 1928 to commemorate the 10th
anniversary of Lithuania’s Independence. During Stalin’s time, the monument was destroyed and
buried. More than 40 years later, after the Reform Movement of Lithuania had just begun to shake
the foundations of the empire, the people of Balninkai unearthed the monument again. In December
1988, on the 650th anniversary of the village’s (a villaged mentioned several times in historical
sources) independence, the Independence Monument was rebuilt again.
