ISNIEKINTU PARTIZANU PALAIKU UZKASIMO VIETA

1944 m. pabaigoje Soviety Sajunga ir jos talkininkai stribai pradéjo vykdyti atvirg masinj lietuviy
tautos genocidg. NuSautus partizanus, jy réméjus bei rySininkus sadistiSkai kankindami
nuzudydavo.

»1945 m. rugséjo 22 d. Balninky miestelio stribai su kareiviais, suséde j tris arkliais pakinkytus
vezimus, atvaziavo tiesiai j misy kiema. Pirmiausia uzdegé tvartg ir klojimg. NuSové i$ klojimo
bégantj brolj Alfonsa. Tétj ilgokai varinéjo po sodyba ir galiausiai taip pat nusové. Deganciy javy
kvapas pasklido po visg apylinke. Ugnies liepsnose uzgeso Adomo Naviko ir Antano Stimburio
gyvybeés. ,Liaudies gynéjai* padege ir Alfonso Gylio sodyba. Cia Zuvo Alfonsas Gylis, Alfonsas
Tamulis ir Jonas Karalius. Sios klaikios dienos vakare nuzudyty zmoniy apdege ir kraujuoti lavonai
striby reikalavimu buvo nuvezti i Balninky miestelj ir numesti prie baznycios Sventoriaus,
pakalnéje.” (Angelé Tamulyte)

Véliau naktj lavonai sumesti ir uzkasti Sioje vietoje — lauke netoli Alausy eZero. Sgjudzio metais
iSniekinty partizany palaikai iSkasti ir iSkilmingai, katalikiSkai palaidoti Dapkiiniskiy kapinése.

BURIAL PLACE OF THE DESECRATED REMAINS OF PARTISANS

"22 September 1945, the Stribs of the village of Balninkai, with soldiers in three horse-drawn carts,
drove straight into our yard. First, they set on fire the barn and the granary. They shot my brother
Alfonsas, who was running away from the barn. They chased Dad around the farm for a long time
and finally shot him too. The smell of burning grain spread throughout the neighbourhood. The
lives of Adamas Navikas and Antanas Stimburis were lost in the flames. The "defenders of the
people” also set fire to the farmhouse of Alfonsas Gylis. Alfonsas Gylis, Alfonsas Tamulis and
Jonas Karalius died here. On the evening of that terrible day, burnt and bloodied bodies of the
murdered people were taken to the town of Balninkai at the request of the Stribs and thrown on the
hillside by the church.” (Angele Tamulyte).

Later at night, the bodies were dumped and buried in this place - in a field near the Alausai lake.
During the Reform Movement of Lithuania years, the remains of the defiled partisans were dug up
and buried in the Dapkuniskis cemetery.

At the end of 1944, the Soviet Union and its collaborators, the Stribs, began to carry out an open
mass genocide of the Lithuanian nation. Partisans, their supporters and associates were sadistically
tortured and murdered.
